The March of the Living’s special program in Auschwitz, Poland 
on Sunday, May 1st will be made available worldwide through 
Jewish Life Television (JLTV). Due to the time difference, the 
televised broadcast will air at 12 noon on the East Coast, and 
9:00 a.m. on the West Coast. There are several ways one can 
access this broadcast, described in detail below.  
 

The primary means of viewing the broadcast is through a cable provider. DirecTV subscribers 
already receive JLTV as part of their existing package, and can turn to channel 366. DirecTV can 
be installed free of charge, with a two year commitment ($30/month, or $600 for two years), 
for those who do not yet subscribe. Other cable providers by region are listed below; for 
example, in the Boston area, Comcast subscribers already receive JLTV (channel 196). 
Participants are welcome to record the live event for replaying at their discretion. JLTV will 
most likely rebroadcast the event the following Sunday.  
 
The broadcast will also be aired as a live streaming video on the JLTV website, simultaneous 
with the television broadcast. Organizations are welcome to link to the JLTV’s online live stream, 
located here: http://www.jltv.tv/watchjltv-flash.php.For groups who do not have the necessary 
cable packages, this option can enable them to screen the broadcast by, for example, projecting 
the video from a laptop.  
Additionally, the event will be uploaded and available for replaying from the JLTV website, at 
the latest, 24 hours after its initial broadcast.
